RETROSPECTIVE STUDY OF EPIDEMIOLOGICAL MEASURES TAKEN TO CONTAIN
THE SPREAD OF THE EBOLA VIRUS IN NIGERIA IN JULY 2014

Introduction: The first Ebola virus fever (EVD) outbreak was recorded in the Democratic Republic of Congo in 1976 with minimal
intensivity of epidemic process, contained occurrences world wide until the largest recorded outbreak in 2014 affecting the African
countries — Guinea, Sierra Leone, Liberia and Nigeria with 6 649 mortal cases out of 8 869 confirmed ones. This led to restructuring of
the epidemiological approach to managing this hemorrhagic fever and new unfamiliar epidemics.

Aim of Study: To analyze the peculiarities of the Lagos state governments approach that led to successful containment of the

1 iC.

Materials and methods: Nigerian public health records, annual reports by International Medical bodies, personal eyewitness
accounts, epidemiological reports by First Consultant Hospital, Lagos.

Results: The index (primary) patient entered the country July 20, 2014. He died from EVD related complications on July 25th, and
at this point had exposed 72 persons. By September, between hospital personnel and 894 contacts identified there were 19
laboratory confirmed cases. Of this 19, 11 were eventually discharged and 8 died. In total 18,500 examinations were done by contact
tracers to asses Ebola viral disease symptoms and ultimately, by August 31, no new cases had been identified suggesting full
containment.

Discussion: Lagos is a financial and cultural center with a population of 2 billion and poses a high epidemiological risk due to
overcrowding in housing and transport. The Emergency Operations Center (EOC) set up under the National Center for Disease
Control (NCDC) for poliomyelitis eradication in early 2000’s was utilized with a large percentage of the same staff.

The organizational structure centered on the appointment of six teams: 1) Epidemiology and Surveillance: for contact tracing and
monitoring; 2) Case Management: for evacuation, decontamination and primary clinical care; 3) Social Mobilization: for advocacy and
community efforts; 4) Laboratory Services: sample collection and diagnostic; 5) Point of Entry: for epidemiological investigations of
airports, seaports and bus stations; 6) Management/Coordination: budgeting, training, human resources and general oversight. These
teams reported directly to an Incidence Manager who answered to the Minister of Health.

Conclusion: The viral hemorrhagic fever caused by Ebola virus has lethality up to 89% and the measures described above were
keys to its containment and set a workable template for future response efforts as demonstrated by the NCDC, emphasizing on
information control, community efforts and aggressive secondary contact identification and management. Current retrospective study
demonstrates the effective infection control possibility and should be considered for future international alerts.
