PSEUDO-HISTORY AS AN ALTERNATIVE HISTORY SUBGENRE
Department of Social Sciences and Ukrainian Studies

Introduction. Pseudo-alternative history (pseudo-history) is a type of alternative history that
appeared as a result of activities or influence of the so-called progressors, such as P. Anderson, who
wrote «What would happen if...» (Paul William Anderson’s «Delenda Est»), the character of the
story by L. S. de Camp «Lest Darkness Fall», «The Andriiv Brotherhood» by V. Zvyagintsev, etc.),
or of any transferred artifacts, structures, groups of people, or even entire populated regions of the
future. This study is devoted to the description of the Alternative history subgenres, its formation
and features.

The aim of the study. The goal is to present a genre formation called “pseudo-history” as
an AH subgenre.

Materials and methods. Methods of the study refer to comparative and descriptive methods
as a basis of presenting pseudo-history as a literary formation in European and Ukrainian discourse,
being at the time an American native genre.

Pseudo-history works can be referred to historicized fiction. The author imposes his/her
piece of fantasy on the genre matrix of the historical novel (in the Ukrainian literature, for example,
it is «False Nostradamus» by V. Kozhelyanko, R. S. Katz’s «The History of Soviet Fiction»). Some
dates (even fantastic ones, like October 32, 1991), events, famous historical figures may
be mentioned there, but they may play roles that are not typical for them.

At the beginning of the third decade of the 2000s, alternative history was already
functioning as a meta-genre in the European national literature. The genre matrix of the historical
novel can be transformed as fantasy, detective, adventure genealogical varieties. This allows the
writer to create samples of new subgenres that would provide the artistic arsenal required to
implement the ideological and thematic content.

The most important stylistic markers of the pseudo-history subgenre of the AH are (based on
prominent modern fiction texts): Immersion into national mental peculiarities of historical
development and law-making, changes in historical events; Immersion into mythology and esoteric
knowledge; Criticism of the linear consequence theory in its general sense; Involving reproduction
methods from other arts or sciences; A wide range of formal and typological formations.

The typical genre markers are: Replacement of history in the past; The epic story of an
epoch, etc. description of life of at least one generation in the changed historical reality; National
affiliation of the characters, allusions, logical chains, and at the same time - parable generalization
of the story.

Results. The main essence of the research means a new view on the genre and meta-genre
transformation in the World literary process.

Conclusions. Apart from the conclusion about a different functional role of the time travel
method in works of alternative history, we also have a new update, much more distant from the one
declared by M. Schneider-Mayerson in 1995, namely, 1889, the year M. Twain wrote the novel «A
Connecticut Yankee in King Arthur’s Court». However, M. Twain’s novel was criticized due to its
monoculturalism in the political worldview. Although, all of these details are related to extraliterary
factors. If we compare the invariant of the American AH, presented for the first time in M.
Twain’s novel, we talk about crypto-history in the Ukrainian and Western European literature. It is
called pseudo-history in T. Shippey’s monograph («Whig history»).
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
