Introduction: Herpes zoster (HZ) caused by Varicella Zoster Virus (VZV), and belong to herpetic viruses family with tendency to
long time persistence inside a ganglion cells. HZ has a lifetime incidence of 10-20%, rising to 50% in patients over 85 years. It is of
clinical importance due to its high incidence in the elderly, the ensuing debilitating pain and disfigurement, and its predilection for
immunocompromised persons.

Aim of Study: To analyze a clinical case of HZ ophthalmicus recurrnce following bacterial keratoconjunctivitis in diabetes mellitus
Il type female obese patient.

Methods and Material: Descriptive and evaluated research design used in current issue. Authors had analyzed the history card of
patient, performed detailed clinical examination. Routine laboratory tests recommended by National protocol, as well as
microbiological, immunological, serological data considered too.

Results: Case Presentation A 74 year old woman presented at the infectious Disease department of the Municipal Clinical
Hospital of Chernivtsi with a five day history of photophobia, lacrimation, foreign body sensation and discharge from right eye. In
addition, a painful, vesicular two day rash extending over the right half of her forehead and nose without crossing the midline. She
denied contact lens usage, trauma, chemical exposure and other factors.

Examination and Findings: physical examination revealed an obese female in moderate condition with vitals; heart rate 92 beats
per minute, blood pressure 135/85, respiratory rate 18 per minute, axillary temperature of 38 C, blood sugar- 13 mmoll.
Ophthalmologic examination revealed right sided exudative conjunctivitis and weak oculus dextra pupillary response. Bacteriologic
investigation with culture method of study of purulent secretions from right eye had detected bi-association of microbes
(S.pyogenes+S.aureus), sensitive to beta-lactams. The final clinical diagnosis was verifiied in dynamics on the 5th and 10th days with
positive titer of anti-VZV IgM, that proved recent reactivation, and anti-VZV IgG as result of chronic persistent type of infection.
Treatment was holiatry with detoxicative direction, included application of antiviral ointment over the locus morbi (anti-herpetic
gel), topical antibacterial eye drops, anti-VZV systemically tablets. Upon the 14-days stationary treatment, patient had improved, but
risk of HZ reccurence in polymorbid case is still high.

Conclusion and Discussion: Patients data (four recurrences in ten years with a year since the last one) suggests increasing
incidence, possibly due to her multiple risk factors (diabetes and obesity, stress) and their poor management. Our patient was not
faithful with her blood sugar control, which predisposes her to mucosal infections, which she didn't seek medical attention for, and this
sparked the recurrence. We recommend reviewing drug dosage to promote adherence, lifestyle changes to minimize stressful factors,
seasonal antiviral prophylaxis and immunoglobulin therapy.
