THE CO-INFECTION CASE STUDY: COULD STAPYLOCOCCAL FOOD-BORNE TOXIC
INFECTION “IMPROVED” SEVERITY COURSE OF FOOD-BORNE BOTULISM?

Introduction. Actuality of food-borne co-infection, particular, botulism is still a great, since lethality from late-diagnostic cases up to
50%. Staphylococecal food poisoning and botulism are examples intoxication resulting in ingestion of food containing exotoxin. Both
have a high morbidity rate. Outbreaks of both are still a problem in many countries.

Aim of research. To study clinical peculiarities and outcome of co-infection consisted of Staphylococcus aureus toxic food
poisoning and food-borne botulism, since the course of the last seems like became milder due to expressed vomiting caused by the
first co-infection.

Materials and Methods. Descriptive case study research design used in current issue based on the real patient history, observed
at the Department of Food-borne infectious diseases (Municipal Medical Clinic “Regional Clinical Hospital” of Chemivtsi city). Authors
had analyzed the history card of patient, performed detailed clinical examination in dynamics. Microbiological investigations performed
in the Microbiological Laboratory of Regional Clinical Hospital proved final clinical diagnosis of S.aureus role. Epidemic anamnesis
data according to food bome botulism diagnosis considered too.

Results. Here we described the proper case. Patient K., a 45 years female, an art teacher of a primary Chernivisi school had
admitted at the Infectious Diseases Stationary at December, 24 with nausea and vomiting, abdominal cramps in mesogastrium.
Disease had started since December, 12 after eating salad made with canned fish for dinner. Severe vomiting, severe weakness,
fever 37.8 and dizziness disturbed her. Three days more complained of blurred vision, dryness of mouth, difficulty swallowing of
meals (dysphagia syndrome) and constipation due to intestine atony. Upon physical assessment: pale skin, drooping of the eyelids.
Vital signs: blood pressure 145/85, pulse 82, temperature 37.5 G, breath rate only 10. Hypertension and dyspnoea are important
criteria for the acute infectious neurological disorder caused by botulotoxin consumpted with canned food. Moreover, block of nervus-
muscular impulse transmission lead to paralysis and tissue hypoxia of all types. However treatment included stomach lavage,
administration of trivalent antitoxin (A, B&E) reduces the risk of progression and complications. The antitoxin attaches itself to toxin
that's still circulating in bloodstream and keeps it from harming nerves. Patient had treated within 21 days with 17 hyperbaric
oxygenation sessions.

Conclusion. Kerner's disease (botulism) and staphylococeal toxic food poisoning can result in death due to acute hypovolemia,
acute respiratory failure. Probably, mild botulism course had developed because of vomited provoking by S.aureus toxin. However,
final diagnosis of the disease considered the mouth neutralisation bioessay, there no possibility to perform it in clinics. Lethal dose is
about 70 mkg of toxin; type E corellated with fish consumption as demonstrated in the current case study.
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
