CHANGLS IN THE IMMUNE PROTECTION STATE IN DIABETIC PATIENTS WITH
PYOINFLAMMATORY PROCESSES

The imnrune system disorders in diabetic patients lead to a significant decrease in non-specific and specific
mmune antiinfectio 1s defense by inhibiting phagocytic function of poiymorphonuclear leukocytes, lowering of
wmpliment system activity, lvzocim, interferons, bactericide activity of blood serum.
. Materials ar d methods: diabetic patients with pyoinflammatory processes treated by traditional methods (n =
40), diabetic paticnts with pyoinflammatory processes treated by ozonotherapy along with traditional treatment (n=53).

The obtained results confirm changes in the absolute and relative number of immune cells in the peripheral
blood of DM patients: associated with pyoinflammatory processes.

A relative rumber of lymphocytes decreases in these patients, at the same time a tendency to growth in the
absolute number of he total pool of lymphocytes is formed. The research of the immune disorders degree confirmed
that thevapeutic measures, including ozonotherapy, against pyoinflammatory processes in patients with DM show their
effectiveness.

On admission 65,0% of patients were diagnosed with the 1-11 degree of immune disorders, which required
immunorehabilitatio: after pyoinflammatory processes therapy only £5.0% of diabetic patients were left. Special
efficiency is shown n the [l stage of immune disorders.

Pyoinflimriatory processes in patients with diabetes occur on the background of decrease in the apptopriate
mmber of lymphoc /tes; increase in the absolute and relative number of monocytes , the absolute number of leukocytes
dte to the increase in the relative amount of neutrophilic polyraorphoniuclear leukocytes, as well as decrease in the
absolute number of 20sinophils, erythrocytes and hemoglobin and a significant increase.

MORPHOLOG IC AL CHANGES OF HERNIA SAC AND HERNIA-SURROUNDING TISSUES IN ELDERLY
PATIENTS SUFFERING INGUINAL HERNIAS

During last years the incidence of inguinal hernias in elderly grew significantly. The complications
development in these patients after inguinal hernioplasty reached 6-18%. 1t can be explained with the fact that during
surgery and postop :rative period surgeons don’t take all the aspects of complications pathogenesis in these patients into
consideration.

The ai 1 of the study was to evaluate the morphological changes of hernia sac and hernia-surrounding tissues in
elderly patients with inguinal hernias.

For the re search purpose we used bioptates of hernia tissues of 24 patients (aged 60-83, mean 67.47+£2.54 yrs),
obtained during th2 inguinal hernioplasty. We paid special attention tc evaluation of the muscular tissue atrophy and
development cf c catrize and inflammatory changes. For investigation we assessed following tissues: hernia sac,
subcutaneous cellt lar tissue, muscular tissue and, in some cases, preperitoneal cellular fat. Fragments of tissues were
fixed and processed in accordance to histological standards. '

We daternined principal signs of chronic inflammation of the hernia sac in all 24 patients. In 8 (33.3%)
patients we established isolated inflammation of hernia sac tissues, and in 10 (41,6%) patients it combined with chronic
inflammatory chariges of hernia-surrounding tissues.

In 6 (25.0%) patients with the recurrent inguina! hernias the inflammatery changes of hernia sac and hernia-
surrotinding tissues were very pronounced and combined with their sicatrize changes. In all patients we also estarlished
expressed atrophic changes of muscular tissue. The last can witness about the fact that the suture methods of
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
