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RENAL FAITLURE IN CASE OF ACUTE PANCREATITIS.

Abstract. A clinicolaboratory analysis of 15 cases of acute renal failure (ARF) due to acute pan-
creatitis was carried out. We showed a distinctive division into periods of the ARF course, the peculiari-
ties of diuresis, changes of the biochemical values during each period of ARF. The second period of
oliguria as prognostically unfavourable was described for the first time. The earliest signs of developing
ARF are hypercreatininemia, a decrease of the rate of glomeruiar filtration and proteinuria.
