INTENSITY OF DENTAL DISEASES AND NEED FOR THE TREATMENT AT THE
MILITARY PERSONNEL OF THE CHERNIVTSI BORDER DETACHMENT

Among the negative effects on the labor and combat effectiveness of military personnel is an
untimely preventive dental examination.

The purpose of the study was to conduct an epidemiological dental examination of military
personnel of the Chernivtsi border detachment (m/u 2195) and determine the level of need for
dental care. 113 military personnel were surveyed (30 conscripts and 83 contract servicemen). The
average military service age was 21.9 £ 1.9 years, contract service - 29.9 £ 3.4 years. Among
surveyed were 91 (80.53%) males and 22 (19.46%) females.

As a result of dental examinations of military personnel, it was found that dental caries and
its complications are the most common dental diseases, while the prevalence of caries was 100%
among conscripts and 93.41% among contract soldiers.

The DMF-Index averaged 4.61 + 0.22 per surveyed person. The prevalence of caries in
contract workers averaged 93.41%. The DMF-Index in the age groups 19-24 and 35 and older was
at an average level - 3.79 + 0.44 and 2.83 £ 0.32, in the groups 25-30 and 30-35 it was at a low level
-2,67+0.12 and 1.82 + 0.16.

In conscripts, 32.83% of teeth lesions needed treatment for caries, 16.41% for its
complications, 17.91% for removal. The number of already filled teeth averaged 22.38%, and
10.44% removed.

This means that conscripts will require all types of dental care, indicating that there are
significant shortcomings in its provision prior to being drafted for military service.

In the structure of the DMF-index, contract service personnel in the average service had
23.10% of teeth with caries, 39.29% of filled teeth and 16.78% of teeth removed.In 76.66% of
conscripts, supra- and subgingival calculus was found, 10% complained of bleeding gums, 23.33%
showed signs of gingivitis and 13.33% showed signs of periodontitis.

Among the contract servicemen, 32.76% showed signs of periodontitis and 34.76% of
gingivitis. The need for rehabilitation was determined in 55.37% of the teeth, and in 23.10% - the
replacement with orthopedic structures.

It was established that the level of coverage with routine inspections with mandatory
examination of military personnel was 50%. Moreover, the level of need for sanation of the oral
cavity, depending on the DMF- index, reached 55.37% of teeth, and in prosthetics, 23.10%. There is
also a tendency to expand the indications for replacing the defects of the crown part of the tooth
using not only individual crowns, but also post and core crown.
