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PROBLEMS OF PERFORMANCE BUDGETING’S
INTRODUCTION AT THE REGIONAL AND LOCAL LEVELS

Abstract. The article considers performance budgeting as a method of budget planning,
carrying out and control, which provides distribution of budget resources according to aims and
functions. Performance budgeting is especially relevant in the context of the economic crisis, when the
most urgent problem is getting the maximum economic and social result while reducing budget
financing. The author analyses the advantages of performance budgeting and its value in organization
of budget process within the bounds of medium-term finance planning. The changes that need to be
made in the organization of the budgetary process in the Russian Federation in the transition to
performance budgeting are noted.

Great attention is paid to weak sides of performance budgeting, as to limitation of this model.
The most important limitation is the inability to cover the solution of all costs management tasks,
because the guantitative assessment of costs cannot always be directly related to the result in many
socio-economic spheres. It is noted that at the sub-federal level of the budget system, in order to
implement performance budgeting, it is necessary to develop approaches to determining indicators of
the effectiveness of providing public services at the regional and local levels, and to develop
mechanisms for the practical application of these performance indicators in budget planning. At the
same time, it is important to clearly identify the intermediate results and the final social results of the
regional and local authorities in this fiscal year. Attention is focused on the need to strengthen the
revenue base of regional and especially local budgets in the Russian Federation.

Keywords: performance budgeting, medium-term finance planning, effectiveness of budget
services, rationalization of budget expenses.

Local budget’s expenditure management is the important part of sub-federal budget policy. It
is determined mainly by conditions of budget process and system of composition, ratification and
execution of budget (concerning expenditures). So budgeting improvement is important instrument of
increasing the effectiveness of expenditures on the level of subjects of federation and municipalities.

In Russia, budget policy improvement is aimed at creation of conditions for effective
management of state and municipal finances, according to socio-economic policy of the state. Among
the possibile measures there are:

— focus on long-term purposes of socio-economic development of the country and
expenditure priorities of federal budget (including the possibilities of their defrayal);

— guaranteeing the forecast of conditions' of budget’s forming on all the levels including
federal, regional and local ones;

— transition from one-year to medium-term budget planning, assuming budget expenditure
structuring for 3 years;

— forming the monitoring system of socio-economic effectiveness of budget expenditures with
the use of indicators which can qualitatively and quantitatively estimated for budgets of all the levels.

In world practice for carrying out such measures one should mention performance budgeting
(PB). Performance budgeting is a method of planning, execution and monitoring of budget, which
distributes resources among goals, purposes and functions of the state, according to priorities of state
policy and social meaning of direct and terminal results of budget execution. PB gives an opportunity
to measure up expenditures and results, to choose the most effective ways of budget resources
spending, to estimate an extent of pre-arranged results' achievement and their quality in proper time.
Results can be estimated by either quantitative or qualitative indices, which should be measurable and
comparable. Using the PB principles allows to construct a budget accenting results management due to
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responsibility reinforcement, and widening independence of budget institutions (and budget managers)
within the strict medium-term guiding line.

Medium-term performance budgeting is a permanent process. It means that forward-looking
plans for second and third year of previous medium-term budget cycle becomes a foundation for first
and second year plans of current budget cycle. This approach allows a coordination between one-year
budget plan and medium-term planning.

The advantages of performance budgeting model are clarified by following potential:

1. Separate planning of current and accepted liabilities, which allows not only to consider
their different characters and role in budget planning better, but also to carry out a decision succession
during a planned period.

2. State provision of social goods and services people really need;

3. Transition to performance budgeting allows to consider sine ira et studio the current trends
of expenditure and to break down many expenditures, being carrying out only traditionally, without
proper socio-economic justification of its necessity.

4. Approval of maximum budget for budget planning subjects on 3 years. At the same time,
decision making is carried out with taking into account the priorities of medium-term policy, instead
of momentary after-effects.

5. Strengthening the responsibility of the state ministries for terminal result, which is not just
an accordance of certain services' amount or fulfillment of some range of works, but orientation on
specific quality index.

6. Increase of decision validity, concerning state expenditure due to increase of informational supply.

The advantages of budget process based on PB within medium-term planning are clearly seen
from the point of view of new budget classification, taking into consideration the procedures of budget
working up and discussion. One should note that these procedures create a conditions for
administrative accountancy. Particularly, it applies to forming of forward-looking financial plan of
Russia for 3 years and, above all, its new aspect and role in budget process. In 2005 significant
changes in law were done. They resulted in changes in principles of structure and composition of
forward-looking financial plan. The table 1 shows these changes.

Table 1. Changes in the principles of forward-looking financial plan

Apparently, the modifications of budget working-up conditions promote better organization of
budgeting, because forward-looking financial plan is ratified by The Russian Government and first-
year parameters of 3-year period corresponding with federal budget project, under further parameters
correction of second and third years.

The importance of performance budgeting is critically strengthened during current crisis.
Today one must get maximum social and economic result by previous or even smaller amount of
budget assignment.

Beside all above-mentioned opportunities of performance budgeting to improve budget
process, PB includes some restrictions. PB cannot cover all the problems of expenditure management.
They mean fields where quantitative evaluation of expenditure quality cannot be always connected
with results (e. g. work of courts, armed forces, medical and educational organization, etc). Such
results are fully explained. Performance budgeting is an attempt of application of quasi-market
mechanism to public sector. Otherwise, it doesn't create a market sector, but make state organization
work on market-like principles. So, Russia is not ready to apply PB because there is no government,
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responsible to the society, political competition, separation of powers, primacy of law, free mass
media, low corruption etc.

Thus, PB includes many problems and suits mainly for easy routine management functions,
and cannot be used for many practical purposes. In Russia, introduction of PB reflects interests of
central power (in the case of maximum financial centralization), and minimum responsibility suits to
bureaucracy. One needs power, others need irresponsibility, so Pareto improvement is achieved. Thus,
PB creates an illusion of good bureaucracy.

Besides, it is necessary to mark one more important aspect of PB using. Introduction of PB is
multi-stage process, which must cover all the levels of budget system, and on every level, PB using
has some specific features.

Till now principal attention in PB introduction, including methodic elaborations, was paid on
federal level. They have been carrying out this work since 2004, but the work hasn't yet been done.
One should mention, that PB system as a whole hasn't been realized nowhere abroad yet. We can see
only its fragmentary use for specific budget expenditures on every level of budget system. According
to experts, the reason of it lays in the fact, that types of required results (social effects and/or budget
services), which form PB system, are not determined. Also, in relationships between regions and
municipalities two aspects of PB introduction are critical.

Firstly, one should choose, how to estimate results of budget services: by achievement of
certain parameters of these services or by stimulated socio-economic effects. Secondly, there is a
problem of practical using of effectiveness parameters immediately in budget planning. It is generally
known, that practical using of PB requires distinct revealing of intermediate results determined, as a
rule, in absolute parameters, and terminal social results, determined in degree of achieving (right up to
100%). At that, prospective results of budgeting shouldn't be achieved at any cost, when minimization
of budget expenditures ends in itself. PB method requires rationalization, but not minimization of
budget expenditures. So, elaboration and using of parameters' system are very important for estimation
of achievement of pre-arranged budgeting results and its quality.

Some authors propose rational minimization of budget expenditures without decrease of
budget services' quality and quantity as integral indices of socio-economic effectiveness of budgeting
in a given fiscal year. Generally speaking, the socio-economic effectiveness of performance
budgeting's execution is seen only as a trend. This trend is got through estimation of social results. So,
socio-economic effectiveness of budget's execution is a degree of achievement of pre-arranged
terminal social results of budgeting, and rational minimization of budget expenditures. As terminal
social results one can mention:

— increase of percentage of employed people (that were unemployed);

— increase of percentage of cured patients without loss of ability to work;

— increase of percentage of cured patients with positive medical result;

— decrease of children death-rate in maternity hospitals;

— decrease of women death-rate in maternity hospitals;

— decrease of part of second-session schoolchildren;

increase of part of schools, connected to internet;

Usmg of such indices (which are social standards) in PB needs quantitative expression, even
in financial form.

Financial expression of social standards is financial standards, which can be used for
calculating of financial volume on social expenditures. Financial standards are determined for one unit
of budget services. But there is a problem: in market (competitive) economy with instable prices in
conditions of territorial differentiation one cannot determine these standards on federal level. So,
practical use of PB needs decentralization not only within determination of result-evaluating indices,
but also in system of regional social and financial standards, which expand federal social standards to
the conditions of local circumstances.

In a conclusion let's accentuate, that fiscal incomes centralization strengthening has resulted in
devastation of territorial and especially of local budgets. This leads to poor financial support of local
power and worsen critically the opportunity of PB using on local level. There is also a problem of
strengthening of local budgets incomes through the redistribution rationalization of incomes
throughout the vertical line of budget system.

Abstract. The costs of operating activities aimed at the increase of the management system
informativeness are recommended to be formed in the context of such economic processes as
production, service (organization of consumption) and sales of products depending on the type of
enterprise (A, B, C).

Abstract. Introduction and purpose of the research: research of peculiarities of the interaction
of vocational and higher education in conditions of the formation of the innovative economy of
Ukraine is conducted, the state and dynamics of changes in the number of vocational schools and
number of higher educational institutions, and graduated skilled workers and specialists in the last
25 years ware analyzed. At this stage of socio-economic development and international integration,
the intensification of innovation processes should promote the development of vocational and higher
education in order to increase the level of competitiveness of domestic education.

The purpose of the research is to analyze factor indicators that objectively reflect the general
state of the educational services market in the context of vocational education.

Methods of research: in the course of the research, the following general scientific and special
methods were used: scientific generalization and systematization - to determine features of the modern
market of educational services in the context of vocational education; comparative analysis - to
compare scientific approaches to determine the role of innovation and their impact on vocational
education; system analysis - to identify factors of influence on the educational services market;
transformation - for structuring statistical data concerning determination of the state of the market of
educational services; logical generalization - to explain results of the research.

Results: the state and dynamics of changes in the number of vocational schools and number of
higher educational institutions, and skilled workers and specialists during the last 25 years ware
analyzed. Modern tendencies of the labor market in the context of the structure of vacancies by
professional groups ware substantiated.

Conclusions: conducted research of peculiarities of interaction of vocational and higher
education in conditions of the formation of the innovative economy of Ukraine makes it possible to
elaborate measures for the development of vocational education in the future, which will take into
account requirements of the modern labor market in order to reduce the imbalance between available
vacancies and graduated specialists.

Realization of
economic relations between participants of global economy obliges them to prepare financial reports on a
basis of principles not resisting each other and rules. It is a problem it is carried out by accounting.

Accounting for today is considered the most effective information system which provides all
data about financial operations and activity of managing subjects which, in turn, are processed and
given to users in the form of the financial reporting.

Accounting provides the correct account of means and an estimation of financial and
economic activity of managing subjects. It represents to users the important information at acceptance
of the necessary decisions on management of activity. [3. ¢ 45].

Besides, reasonable conducting accounting creates conditions for working out of an effective
tax, fiscal and monetary policy of the state.

For the given reason all states have passed laws where principles and the rules regulating
correct and exact conducting of accounting are noted. If in the USA the Standard rules of accounting
(GAAP) in Germany accounting is regulated on the basis of such acts, as the Trading code, «the
Taxation on a profitable turn», "Surtax" and «the corporation Taxation» are developed. Including in
Uzbekistan since 1996 the law «About accounting» which regulates the relations, concerning
conducting accounting of managing subjects operates.

In the conditions of globally integrated economy communications between managing subjects,
banks and other financial corporations of the different countries are established. Participants of such
mutual relations have a necessity of understanding of their accounting. Otherwise possibility of
realization of economic relations between participants of global economy is lost. And it obliges
subjects of the international cooperation to prepare financial reports on a basis of principles not
resisting each other and rules.

In this connection in 1974 from accounting and auditor associations of 10 large countries - the
USA, England, Germany, France, Japan, Canada, Australia, lreland, Holland and Mexico - the
Committee on the international standards of the financial reporting (IFRS) for the purpose of
formation of the accounting principles used by preparation of the financial reporting has been formed.
For today the Committee includes 6one such 153 associations from 112 countries. According to the
data of Committee on the international standards of the financial reporting (KIFRS), accounting carries
out important function of maintenance by the financial data which «are useful to users of the widest
sphere at acceptance of economic decisionsy.

Main objective KIFRS is creation of universal standards of the financial reporting approaching
for everything, in view of the best practice of preparation of the financial reporting of all countries of
the world, and also search of ways of their introduction in practice by their perfection. IFRS is an
international standard of accounting. Now are developed and introduced in practice more such
40 standards.

The aspiration of Uzbekistan to integration into world economic community, expansion of
participation in activity of the international organizations demands maintenance of unity of national
standards of accounting with the methodological principles accepted in world practice, comparability
of indicators of the financial reporting domestic business of structures with similar indicators applied
in foreign countries.

As Uzbekistan all becomes more active the full member of world economic system, the
increasing influence on development of domestic accounting is rendered international by practice.
Definition of the basic tendencies of its regulation allows to predict manpasnenus developments of
domestic system of accounting and to formulate some requirement to it.
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With a view of realization of these problems there is begun working out legislative, standard
and methodological maintenance on the accounting organization at the country enterprises. Radical
changes in economic life of Uzbekistan and papered to market mutual relations, and also aspiration of
republic to integration with world economic coo6uiectBom have caused cardinal of changes in the
organization the account.

Besides, its essential separation from world practice created serious difficulties for high-grade
development of foreign economic relations of Uzbekistan, its integration into the international
economic community. All it required essential reorganization national systems of accounting and the
financial reporting and nmpusenenus it in conformity with international standards.

Within the limits of State program transition of Republic Uzbekistan on accepted in the
international practice system the account and statistics the Ministry of Finance had been spent large-
scale work on perfection the account both financial reporting and to their reduction to conformity with
the international standards.

Since 1998 to be installed National standards of accounting (NSA) which have been
developed on the basis of IFRS. The basic mission on working out NSA is assigned to Management of
methodology of accounting and audit at Ministry of Finance Ruz. With participation of National
association of bookkeepers and auditors of Uzbekistan and with support of the international
organizations. [2. c354].

On today, day of all 25 National standards developed on the basis of IFRS are installed.
Introduction NSA developed on the basis of IFRS has allowed to lift on high level accounting system at the
enterprises of Uzbekistan and has considerably facilitated work of chief accountants and auditors.

Since 2000 without fail IFRS are introduced in Republic Uzbekistan banks where an
accounting and reporting basis is the Republic Uzbekistan Law "About accounting”" and the
International standards of the financial reporting. The financial reporting published by banks, and also
main principles, concepts and the definitions used by banks in the course of accounting and the
reporting, corresponds to the Republic Uzbekistan Law "About accounting™ and IFRS.

At a stage of reforming of accounting of bank system the Central Bank of Republic
Uzbekistan in cooperation with the project of Agency of the USA on the international development
(FOCAWO) «to bank system of Uzbekistan» has developed Rendering of the technical help over
20 standard documents on accounting in commercial banks according to requirements of the
international standards of the financial reporting. As a result annual external audit of the financial
reporting of the Central bank and other banks of republic is spent by the large international auditor
companies.

As a result in sphere of accounting of bank system the transparency of financial reports of
bank system of republic has been provided, corporate governance and process of acceptance of correct
and reliable economic decisions have been improved, that is banks had an opportunity acceptances of
correct decisions in sphere of crediting and investments on the basis of the financial reporting,
corresponding requirements IFRS.

Also the trust of external investors to republic banks has been raised, integration into the
international economy has improved. For today banks create joint ventures and communications with
foreign banks are established, foreign investments therefore the positive conditions necessary for
economic growth are created are involved. At the same time for the Central bank necessary conditions
for control over banks, and as for conducting more effective monetary policy are created.

In general, by means of introduction of the international standards of the financial reporting
reasonable distribution of capital resources of economy of republic is carried out.

The international standards of accounting and the financial reporting develop constantly and
improved. IFRS annually makes corresponding amendments to the international standards as it is
demanded by change of economic life of global community.

Therefore software-1438 from November, 26th, 2010 «About priority directions of the further
reforming and increase of stability of financially-bank system of republic in 2011-2015 and
achievements of high international rating indicators» are created by the Decision of the President of
Republic Uzbekistan N legal bases for initiation of the further reforming of accounting. According to
the given Decision accounting and the bankovsko-financial system reporting has been completely
adapted to IFRS. By the central bank it was carried out all necessary measures on maintenance of
execution of the given Decision by large-scale work in cooperation with the World bank.

All know that the bank experts carefully prepared for realisation of reforms are necessary for
maintenance of transition to the international standards of accounting and the financial reporting. It
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demanded the serious approach to the program of preparation and retraining of the experts well
understanding principles and conceptual basis IFRS.

Proceeding from it, for accounting transition in bank system on the international standards
works in the following two directions connected among themselves are carried out:

— Valid provisions and statutory acts on the accounting, connected with representation of the
financial reporting by banks, according to the international standards were improved;

— Were spent training and retraining of experts on IFRS for application of the given standards
in practice.

For achievement of desirable result following problems have been carried out:

- All acts, including standard documents of the Central bank which have formed a basis for
conducting accounting and the reporting in republic are analysed,

- Existing differences between IFRS and standard documents of the Central bank are defined,;

- The new standard documents corresponding IFRS are developed,;

- The registration policy by the commercial banks, corresponding IFRS is developed;

- The bank automated system according to requirements IFRS is updated:;

- Official transfer IFRS and MCA on a state language is prepared.

THE PRENATAL COUNSELING INWOMEN AT HIGH RISK
OF PRETERM BIRTH

Abstract. Pregnancy and motherhood are the most gratifying and evolutionary stages of
women’s lives. These stages are associated with physiological and psychological changes requiring
special attention. For many women, pregnancy creates psychological problems such as anxiety,
depression and feeling of uncertainty in life. How to grow a fetus in the mothers’ womb can predict
the state of one's health later in life. As a stressful stimulus, mothers’ anxiety during pregnancy can
cause future mental and psychological problems in newborns. Such mental and psychological
problems have been observedin both newborns and adults. Mother’s anxiety in the prenatal period
can cause 10-15% of behavioral and emotional disorders in babies’ lives. Threatened premature labor
(TPL) is a severe obstetric complication which affects the mental and physical health of both the
mother and fetus. Family resilience may have protective role against psychological distress in women
experiencing these pregnancy complications. There may be resilience related risk factors in TPL
women, and interplays may exist among psychological variables and within couples. This study aims
to examine psychological outcomes influenced by different levels of resilience, and explore
psychological interactions in TPL women, spouses, and between women and spouses.

The present study was conducted on 120 eligible pregnant women selected out of all pregnant
women referring to Storozhynets regional hospital. The experimental group participated in four weekly
sessions of group counseling about mother-infant attachment behaviors. Whereas, the control group
only receive routine cares. Two groups were compared in terms of anxiety before and after the study.

Before the intervention, no significant difference in anxiety level was observed between the
two groups; however, state and trait anxiety levels of pregnant women in the experimental group
significantly decreased after the intervention (p < 0.002).

The results of this study showed that prenatal counseling can be used as an effective method to
reduce pregnant women’s anxiety.

Introduction. Pregnancy and motherhood are the most gratifying and evolutionary stages of
women’s lives. These stages are associated with physiological and psychological changes requiring
special attention. For many women, pregnancy creates psychological problems such as anxiety,
depression and feeling of uncertainty in life. How to grow a fetus in the mothers” womb can predict
the state of one's health later in life. As a stressful stimulus, mothers’ anxiety during pregnancy can
cause future mental and psychological problems in newborns. Such mental and psychological
problems have been observedin both newborns and adults. Mother’s anxiety in the prenatal period can
cause 10-15 % of behavioral and emotional disorders in babies’ lives. Psychobiological factors of
mothers’ anxiety during pregnancy can lead to delayed fetal maturation and mood disorder, learning
disability and memory loss in children aged 6-8 years . Normally, pregnant women become more
aware of their fetuses at the end of the second trimester; thus, bonding with their unborn babies
become more valuable to mothers and this relationship enhances their mood and feelings.Highly
anxious pregnant women have also problems in bonding with their babies. The primary relationship
between mother and fetus during pregnancy is called ‘maternal-fetal attachment’. Women’s anxiety
increases during pregnancy, especially in the final days. Therefore, childbirth education helps mothers
experience a healthier pregnancy with fewer complications and leads to reduced levels of pain, anxiety
and depression in pregnancy. Among the interventions used to enhance maternal-fetal attachment is
attachment behavior education and consultation that include talking to the fetus, touching the
abdomen, paying attention to fetal movements, etc. It seems that such behaviors promote maternal-
fetal attachment and increase mothers’ attention to their fetuses. Maternal-fetal attachment is a
mother’s abstract idea about her fetus that potentially exists before the childbirth. This abstract idea is
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associated with emotional and cognitive processes in relation to the perception of another human
being’s existence. Mental health care is one of the important aspects of pregnancy care programs. Lack
of sufficient support from family members and health care workers may result in increased levels of
anxiety in pregnant women. Strengthening prenatal attachment improves pregnancy health care and
facilitates mothers’ compliance with the role of mother in the future.

Some studies have indicated that maternal-fetal attachment behaviors education can lead to
better interactions between mothers and their fetuses in prenatal periods and better relationships
between mothers and their children after childbirth. However, Aheren and Ruland stated that there is
no relationship between mothers’s behaviours such as touching the fetus from the abdomen and
attachment to their babies after the childbirth. In fact, there are conflicting results regarding the effects
of mother-fetal attachment behaviors. Accordingly, the present study was conducted to examine the
effect of prenatal counseling about attachment behaviors on pregnant women’s anxiety.

Material and methods. The present study was conducted on 120 eligible pregnant women
selected out of all pregnant women referring to Storozhynets regional hospital.

The women were selected randomly to receive either consultation and routine cares or only routine
care. They were selected based on a convenient sampling method and were randomly allocated into
experimental and control groups. So that 120 pregnant women, 30-32 weeks pregnant women who had met
the study’s criteria were assigned to either experimental or control group using permuted-block
randomization design. The allocation sequence was determined by one of the members of the research
team, not involved in the sample selection, using a four-block randomized design.

Every participant signed an informed consent form and had the right to stop participating at any
stage of the study. A basic demonstration was presented to mothers for two groups. Eligible participate
mothers, achieved a clear understanding of the relevant facts, risks and benefits, and available alternatives
involved. The concept of informed consent originated with the recognition that participants have rights: to
autonomy, human dignity and freedom. Mothers (whether in experimental or control) possess these rights
and cannot be denied their rights due to mental health status or condition.

The study’s objectives and processes were explained to the participants before signing their
informed consent forms. Then, they were asked to complete the study’s questionnaire before and after
the intervention. The participants’ anxiety scores were calculated and pregnant women were matched
in terms of participating in physiologic childbirth classes. The intervention consisted of four 45-minute
counseling sessions. Participants in the experimental group were divided into two 25-member groups
for participating in counseling sessions.

They were compared in terms of their STAI scores. In the first counseling session, pregnant
women were educated on pregnancy-related physiological and hormonal changes and their effects on
mind and body. They also learned strategies for coping with those changes; for example, they learned
maternal-fetal attachment techniques (e.g. touching the abdomen and being familiar with the fetus) and
understood their benefits. In the second counseling session, pregnant women were educated about
nutrition during pregnancy and fetal developmental stages. Some other attachment techniques such as,
counting and recording fetal movements and positively imagining the appearance of fetus, were also
taught to the participants and practiced by them in the second session. In the third counseling session,
pregnant women were educated on pregnancy warning signs and ways to deal with them. Moreover,
the participants practiced attachment techniques, such as, paying attention to fetal movements,
touching the abdomen, talking to the fetus, calling its name, looking at the abdomen, etc. in the third
session. The last session included focusing on the fetus, touching the fetus from the abdomen and
guessing its position, calming the fetus by touching the abdomen. In the final session, the participants
also learned about stages of the birth process, breastfeeding and hugging newborns

Results and discussion. The main objective of this study was to evaluate the effect of
counseling on pregnant women’s anxiety in the third trimester of pregnancy. The results showed a
significant reduction in state and trait anxiety levels of pregnant women in the experimental group
after the intervention (p < 0.002); however, no significant difference was observed in state and trait
anxiety levels of pregnant women in the control group after the intervention. These findings confirmed
the effectiveness of counseling in reducing state and trait anxiety in pregnant women. Consulting with
pregnant women and educating them during pregnancy can be effective in reducing pregnancy
complications. Increasing awareness and preparedness training give pregnant women a chance to
experience this phase of life with pleasure. Pregnancy is therefore an opportunity to educate women to
have a healthier lifestyle.

These findings were in line with results of the present study; however, the effectiveness of
counseling in reducing anxiety varied across the mentioned studies that might be due to different
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counseling methods or different duration or timing of counseling sessions. Maternal-fetal attachment
behaviors education leads to optimal relationships and compatibility between mothers and their
fetuses. This type of education plays an important role in children’s future development. It has been
indicated that maternal attachment is an essential factor in motherhood and that it positively affects the
health of pregnant women and their fetuses

The use of group counseling method can be mentioned. Pregnant women could make use of
others’ experiences and better control their anxiety levels through group counseling sessions. Thus, it
can be concluded that group counseling is an easy, inexpensive and non-invasive method to reduce
pregnancy-related anxiety, especially in first-time mothers. Moreover, midwives can truly enhance
behavioral health of pregnant women during their pregnancy. Performing relaxation and maternal-fetal
attachment techniques not only reduces pregnancy-related concerns, but also enhances future health of
mothers and newborns. Childbirth preparation classes can be held for couples after making the
necessary changes and modifying childbirth education programs.

Conclusions. The results of this study showed that prenatal counseling can be used as an
effective method to reduce pregnant women’s anxiety. Besides, properly educating health workers,
especially midwives, about effective methods of consultation can help parents enhance parental-fetal
attachment levels. According to the results of this study, midwives and other health workers having
contact with pregnant women are recommended to support them during the prenatal period and
thereby enhance mothers’ and newborns’ health status.

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DISTINCTIVE FEATURES OF POPULAR SCIENCE
DISCOURSE

Abstract. Lately the linguistic world has been using the term discourse very often. However,
there is a room for discussion when it comes defining the term. The given article examines the
opinions of eastern and western scholars on discourse studies in general and popular science
discourse in particular. The distinctive features of the popular science discourse and difference
between the pure scientific and popular science discourse are revealed.

Keywords: discourse, scientific discourse, popular science discourse, scientific style, popular
science discourse in media

In recent years, with the improvement of the cognitive and discursive paradigm of research,
the popularity of the use of the term “discourse” has grown significantly, but the problem of
conceptualization of this notion in modern linguistics still exists. Due to its multidimensionality,
polydisciplinarity and its use in various fields of research, discourse is not considered to be precisely
defined, that is why there are different interpretations of this phenomenon.

V. Z. Demyan’kov writes that dicursus as a conversation, talk was used as far back as the 5th
century A. D. [1]. Of course, now the discourse is much larger and wider than the usual conversation,
but at its core, one way or another, there is precisely a conversation, a dialogue.

The main focus of linguists in the definition of the term is concentrated on distinguishing it
from the term “text.” Traditionally, discourse is compared to such concepts as speech, utterance and
speech activity in general. The differentiation of the two terms began approximately in the late 1970s
of the 20th century. In order to determine the significance of this phenomenon, let us consider the
opinions of several scholars.

In the Linguistic Encyclopedic Dictionary, N.D. Arutyunova defines discourse as “text taken
in event aspect.” [2]. It means an inalienable living aspect, which consists in the fact that discourse is
present in the context of events, life scenarios and situations. Examples of the concept in this
dictionary are reportage, interviews, briefing, sophisticated small talk.

The author of numerous works on discourse issues Van Dijk in his book “ldeology: An
Interdisciplinary Approach” [3] shares two basic concepts of discourse. First, in a broad sense, it is a
“communicative event” that occurs between the speaker and the listener in a specific time and place.
The scholar notes as examples of such a general concept of talking with a friend, with a doctor,
reading a newspaper. In a restricted sense, discourse is the written or oral result of communicative
action. In both cases, the use of the word “discourse” always carries in the context of a particular event
or situation.

British scholars B. Hatim and I. Mason [4] studying the analysis of the text, also came to the
concept of discourse. They defined language and text as the realization of sociocultural messages and
relations, and discourse - as institutionalized modes of speaking and writing which give expression to
particular attitudes towards areas of socio-cultural activity.

Studying the Russian linguistic persona, Yu. N. Karaulov called discourse “a certain set of
speech products of a fragmentary nature (replicas in dialogues and various situations, utterances of
several sentences, etc.), but collected over a sufficiently long period of time.” [S]. For example, a
linguist cites a collection of statements by an artistic character as a linguistic personality.

As for Kazakhstani scholars, M. Bissimalieva defined the discourse as “a language segment, taking
into account the participants in the event, their knowledge, and the current situation of communication.”
[6]. At the same time, the basis for studying is the identification of the concepts of “text linguistics” and
“discourse analysis™: in the first case, the language is analyzed, in the second case additional knowledge is
required about participants in communication and the communicative situation.

G. G. Burkitbaeva in her work “Text and Discourse...,” after studying the opposition of these
concepts, came to the logical conclusion that “discourse is a broader concept than text, and the
relationships between them can be defined in terms of set theory as inclusion relations,” that is, the
discourse includes the text in itself. Various oral or written text implementations in the interaction of
communicants, carried out in a specific situation, is discourse [7].
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Thus, discourse in linguistics is a collection of spontaneous oral speeches of one or several
people, or a dynamic written conversation between the author and the reader. Discourse is
characterized by the presence of temporary, spatial, behavioral and emotional symptoms.

There is a great variety of types of discourses, since this concept is applicable to any sphere of
human life. The most complete and convenient classification of discourse was introduced by the
Russian linguist V. I. Karasik, who identifies two following types: personal/self-centered (every day,
colloquial, narrative) and status-centered/institutional (depending on the status or profession of the
discourse participants) [8]. Depending on the role, there are agents (the active side of the discourse)
and clients (listeners and readers). V. I. Karasik singled out the following main types of status-
centered/ institutional discourse: political, diplomatic, administrative, legal, military, pedagogical,
religious, mystical, medical, business, advertising, sports, science, theatrical and mass information.
The scholar pays special attention to scientific discourse, since this type “traditionally attracts the
attention of linguists.” Clients of the scientific discourse are students and scientists/scholars. In turn,
the scientific style of the text/discourse is divided into sub-types: academic, educational, technical,
journalistic, informational and scientific-colloquial [8].

With the development of the cognitive-discursive paradigm of research, the study of the
strategic organization of texts functioning in those types of discourse, in which the orientation toward
a potential addressee is clearly expressed, is of particular importance. We can identify the popular
science discourse as “reader-oriented” [9]. It is generally believed that the difference between popular
science discourse and the scientific discourse lies in the fact that the recipient of information in
popular science one is a non-professional on a specific scientific topic. The target audience, as a rule,
is considered mass non-specialists: viewers of television programs, listeners of radio broadcasting and
readers of popular science literature. At the same time, they can be specialists of different ages and
absolutely different fields of knowledge.

E. A. Lazarevich argues that the popular science style is quite an independent functional style,
the typological features of which do not coincide with the signs of the scientific. “The proximity of
certain features of popular science literature and literature of other types does not give grounds for
talking about the typological uncertainty of the former. Its similarity to others is always clearly
expressed and limited. So, partially coinciding on topics with science literature, popular science
literature differs from it by the target setting and the readership. Having some reader community with
fiction, popular science literature does not coincide with it on the subject and target setting” [10].

N. V. Kirichenko gives the following interpretation of the notion “popular science sub-style”:
“one of the stylistic-speech varieties of scientific functional style, which has (compared to pure
scientific) additional communication tasks - the need to “translate” special scientific information into
the language of non-specialized knowledge, namely, the tasks of popularizing scientific knowledge for
a wide audience” [11].

V. E. Chernyavskaya also classifies the popular science style in the sphere of scientific
functional style, contrasting “popularization” texts with academic scientific works, but only within the
framework of a scientific style. The purpose of the popular science discourse is “mass dissemination
and popularization of certain scientific information. The popular scientific type of the text differs from
the others in its goals, content, nature of the addressee, to which they are addressed” [12].

Scientific communication can be carried out both between people who have knowledge and
ideas in a special field, and between people who do not have such knowledge and ideas. For this, there
is a popular science sub-style, main task of which is to familiarize the reader with an accessible and
understandable non-specialist form with scientific knowledge. In popular science texts, definitions of
scientific concepts are either replaced by simplified definitions, descriptive turns, or concepts are
explained in the text and illustrated by examples and comparisons.

Television channels covering scientific topics, a lot of magazines and newspapers, WEB sites
and publications use popular science discourse, since such a message solves two problems at once:
transferring scientific knowledge and capturing the attention of recipients of information. For example,
the telecast “How does it work?” on Discovery channel, Youtube channels “Ted-Ed,” “Science,”
“QWERTY,” websites http://www.popsci.com/ - Popular Science, “http://www.popmech.ru/ - Popular

Mechanics,” as well as thousands of others. Channel Discovery at one time launched a
popular science broadcast “How does it work?” which showed how different devices are manufactured
and operated. The program touched upon all areas of life, from complex phone devices, to
conventional shovels, from the processing of metal to the production of cheese.

Popular science discourse, as a type of scientific discourse, contains relevant information. That
is, the content of the popular science discourse is almost the same as the scientific one. Therefore,
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there is general scientific vocabulary and terms. For example, nanosystems synthesized by chemists
can be used to solve problems of ecology, health, and environmental management, since their
analytically significant properties (optical, magnetic, etc.) allow determining the content of
biologically active substances, in particular sulfonamides, tetracycline antibiotics, catecholamines and
others [13].

However, the compiler of popular science discourse, talking about research, search, usually
specially omits much of the complex evidence and arguments, because it seeks to make the text more
accessible and exciting - popularizes it. Therefore, non-fiction magazines not only simplify
information, but also look for an approach that would be of interest to readers: All the results are
reduced to one conclusion: you can store water and food products in plastic. But not too long (for
different plastics - different terms). And do not heat at all, especially over 60 ° C [14].

To capture the attention and interest of the client, popular science discourse uses technigques
such as surprise, unpredictability, originality. When it comes, it would seem, about all known,
everyday scientific topics, but there is always something new and unusual. This reflects the important
function of popular science TV shows and publications - cognitive. At the same time, it is
entertainment websites and portals, such as Youtube, that provide different resources for a cognitive
and interesting study of science, since the users initially aspires to occupy themselves with something,
“to kill time.” For example, Youtube channel “TOPLES’ (TOIIJIEC)” tells about space, laws and
riddles of physics, psychology, etc. using simple words and expressions. The program “What was
before the Big Bang?” gives full knowledge about such a famous phenomenon, about the scientist Sir
Fred Hoyle, who introduced this concept.

Therefore, we can establish that popular science discourse uses all available means to give
scientific knowledge the principles of accessibility and visibility. In popular science discourse the
scientific data is explained by examples or visuals, the scientific terms are clarified and the whole
discourse have a course of logical thought by special speech means. This is the main difference of this
discourse from purely scientific.

If the discourse actively uses special terms that are not explained, sentences that are difficult
for the perception, then there is an automatic transition to a scientific style, focused on the
professional, and becomes boring and not understandable for all other participants in the discourse.
For example, mathematical theorem 1 in the Dirichlet Principle:

Scientific discourse:

“With any choice of five points inside the unit square, there are a couple of points removed
one from the other by less than V2 \ 2.”

Popular science discourse:

“Divide the square into 4 quarters. At least two of the five selected points will fall into one
quarter, and then the distance between them will be less than the diagonal of the quarter.”

At the same time, often multi-disciplinary journals can contain different articles, some of
which are of interest to one circle of readers, while the second part is aimed at professionals or
amateurs in a completely different sphere. It is obvious that the audience independently chooses the
discourse, which becomes a participant. The simplification of the language, the absence of complex
terms and the presentation of scientific knowledge in a dialogue format make the popular science
discourse oriented to a wider range of listeners, viewers and readers.

In addition, the media can use the results of scientific research to weight their reflections and
theories by adding phrases such as “according to British scientists” or “Australian biologists have
identified.” In this case, it is difficult to determine not only the type of such discourse, but also
whether its contents are true: “British scientists have proved that dogs yawn after their owners. This is
due to the cognitive-behavioral instincts of the dog.”

Since one of the main tasks of popular science discourse is to increase the interest of the
addressee, several genres can be used in one TV program or magazine article: a scientific presentation,
reportage and interviews, as well as various combinations of these genres in one rubric. One news, for
example, can be described as a report, while scientific hypotheses and proven theories can be proposed
between the chronological courses of events. Complex information is visually illustrated by examples
and becomes very easy to understand and remember.

Thus, the distinctive features of popular science discourse are educational, cognitive,
entertaining, exploratory, illustrative, expressive and informative at the same time.

Popular science discourse has a huge range for creating speech units - texts and articles,
because it can use a variety of purely scientific and simply interesting methods. Reports, TV programs
and magazines become so interesting and attractive that the addressee necessarily wants to come in
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contact with knowledge in more detail, get to know more closely about this or that field of science.
The functional task of the popular science discourse on bringing more viewers, listeners and readers to
science, is successfully carried out due to variety of methods.

Abstract. Article "Improving ex-post evaluation in Ukraine" considered the main tasks of the
final stage of regulatory policy of Ukraine on the basis of the analysis of trends. The article shows that
the normative legal provision of regulatory policy procedures in Ukraine are fully in line with modern
European standards, and OECD standards, but the practical implementation by certain state
authorities of certain provisions of regulatory policy remains unsatisfactory. Improvement of the
situation includes the necessary and sufficient conditions. A necessary condition is to clarify certain
regulatory requirements for regulatory policy. A sufficient condition is the Government's persistent
and constant attention to regulatory compliance with regulatory requirements. A number of practical
recommendations have been developed.
