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XX century in connection with totalitarian regime establishment in Europe and practice of history
rewriting numerous presentations of historical events mythology more and more dominates and
numerous stylizations are observed. The movement to generalization gave the history the role of
mediator between philosophy and religion: it transformed into a secular religion. So its relations
with church became ambiguous. History blocked up Divine Providence by the skill to e¢xplain the
course of things, but at the same time, history continued to be connected with God (unmittelbar zu
Gott), there was always something lofty for rational historical reconstruction. V. Humbolt compared
history with art that is also not only imitation of an image. but application into the idea that is based
in that image.

There is the other important theoretical aspect — a fantastical one and its role in AH as a
genre-stylistic component of aim genre and AH formation in Ukrainian literature as the genre-
stylized variety alternative history of Ukraine. In XX-XXI centuries, fantastic becomes aim genre in
fiction literature, which uses property of the former genres of alternative history. Genre, which is
taken from the other literature, undergoes some modifications in the new cultural environment. One
of the most complicated problems of genes science is the interaction between stable and variable,
generally theoretical and national unique — N. Kopystyanska wrote in one of the most authoritative
domestic work in genre studies.

So, it could be concluded, that the meta-genre formation itself has separated into individual
genres and varieties during the century and accepted different fable schemes of the other genres, in
particular, canonical ones, such as a historical novel, literary, detective novel. chronicle and science
fiction.

SET OF EXERCISES FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF ENGLISH BUSINESS WRITING
SKILLS COMPETENCY

This research focuses on the problem of training business written communication in English.
Stages of development future professionals business written communication competence in English
as well as specific skills and abilities that should be formed at each stage have been distinguished.
The approach to written communication training and ways of students self-study intensification are
identified. The analysis of different approaches to writing skills development gives grounds for
choosing a genre approach as such that deals with communication in a social context and
corresponds to the modern communicative necds of future professionals. Presentation of linguistic
material through a completed speech unit and acquisition of terminological phrases in a complex
"ready-made blocks" as stable non-phraseological word combination 1s a priorily method of
forming skills and abilities of business written communication of students. When selecting speech
units, we took into account their ability to organize and maintain communication. Following
YuM.Passov as a unit of selection. we took rhe statement. This term opposes the traditional
"sentence". The statement may be at the level of the word form, the phrase (both stable and "free",
which is due to the use of the phrase and over-phrase unity). Consequently, the linguistic material,
which includes speech formulas and samples of situationally based statements, is free and stable
word combinations of different scope through which the process of business written communication
is carried out. On the basis of the theoretical study of the problem and results of the selection of
linguistic materials, a system of exercises for the formation of competence in business written
communication was created. It includes 4 groups of exercises: 1) for the acquisition of genre-
content and structural organization of the text; 2) for forming of business letters writing skills; 3) for
improvement and development of writing business letters writing skills; 4) for the formation of
skills and abilities to edit and improve the written text.
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I - receptive stage: the main goal is to familiarize students with authentic samples of
business letters. The emphasis 1s on understanding the communicative intentions of the authors of
texts and analyzing the aspects of their structural integrity.

IT stage - receptive-reproductive - the second group of exercises includes: arrangement of
words and phrases in the sentence; logical ordering of sentences and paragraphs of the business
letter; filling in the terminology missed in the business letter; translation of sentences; matching
exercises. Exercises of the third group can be divided into those performed at the level of over-
phase unity {(writing of the parts of the letters) and those performed at the level of the text (writing
of wholc letters) according to the given situations, taking into account the information, certain data
(verbal and non-verbal supports}):

The fourth, final. stage of training business written communication is the stage of self-
control, which includes the verification of written letters written by students. in particular: the
presence of all semantic chains, checking the structural and compositional aspect of the text,
checking the linguistic and technical design of the text (the style, genre , rules of spelling and
punctuation), filling in missing semantic chains, etc.

On the basis of this system, a complex of exercises was developed in accordance with the
stages of students' educational activity, taking into account the principles of the selection of
educational material. The following criteria for selection of speech material were singled out: at the
text level, the vuthentic nature of the selected texts, their professional and practical value, genre
sufficiency, socio-cultural value; at the level of statement - a criterion for the consideration of
communicative intentions of communicants and the criterion of frequency of use.
