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WORD-FORMATION ANALYSIS AS A METHOD
FOR STUDYING STRUCTURAL-SEMANTIC POSSIBILITIES
OF ENGLISH TERMINOLOGICAL UNITS IN SUBLANGUAGE «PHARMACY»

One of the most important aspects of onomasiology is the rescarching the nomination
mechanism, that means, the ways of verbalizing concepts. In this regard, a particularly close
relationship is found between onomasiology and word-formation, a branch of linguistics, which
studies the process of new words formation, the structure of derivative words, which are combined
into a certain system, Derivative onomasiology examines the question of how the objective reality
that is subject to a name is reflected in the language by means of word-formation resources.

On this basis. the aim of the research is actualized: lo describe the word-building means
inventory of the English-Ukrainian Pharmacy Words-Bank terminological composite. The object of
study is the most productive typical nominative classes and lexical units (LU) of different levels,
which function in the word-building architectonics of the pharmaceutical terminology system. To
study the pharmaceutical special lexicon, we use the synchronic-diachronic method, which analyses
the structure and the dynamics of the new LU formation in professional vocabulary.

Word-formation is one of the aspects of linguistics: as a linguistic discipline, it studies the
derivative system of language in all its developments; ways and means of word formation; its
connection with other aspects — phonetics, grammar, lexicology, onomasiology. The main unit of
the word-formation 1s the derivative stem of the word, as its structural and semantic core.

The terminology fund, which functions in the modern English sub-language «Pharmacy».
corresponds to the professional society. serves as confirmation of the openness of this terminology
system.

The body of termodynamic paradigms singled out by us correlated with the logical-
conceptual nominative apparatus of the following semantic groups of professional terms:
nomenclature of medicinal substances; chemical, botanical, pharmacological nominative units. It is
established that the percentage of pharmaceutical terms is 19.23% of the total amount of
vocabulary. and the most used are the above-mentioned terminological categories. The author can
trace the role of the morphological method of term derivation; it was found out that the word-
forming mechanism of pharmacy terms is characterized by affixal derivatives, which are connected
with the stems of lexico-grammatical classes (substantive, verbal, adjective) and lexical-semantic
groups. It 1s determined that the prefix units take an active parl in the nomination process; The
word-building model of substantive and adjective English terms of pharmacy (about 20%) is
characterized by suffixal derivatives that are less used than affixes.

Consequently, the analysis of the body of terms in the English sub-language «Pharmacy»
makes it possible to identify their word-building ability, nominative technique and ways to
verbalize their concepts.
